September is National Preparedness Month. Everyone should begin a process of learning about potential threats that could impact where they live so that we are better prepared to react during an event.  While there is no way to predict what will happen, or what your personal circumstances will be, there are simple things you can do now to prepare yourself and your loved ones.  You should plan in advance what you will do in a disaster or emergency.  Your family may not be together when disaster strikes, so plan now on how you will contact one another and review what you will do in different situations.  Create an emergency supply kit with fresh water and food that you can have on hand to make it on your own for at least three days.

In any emergency, local authorities may or may not immediately be available to provide information on what is happening and what you should do.  However, you should watch TV, listen to the radio or check the internet often for information or official instructions as it becomes available.  If you’re told to evacuate or seek medical treatment, do so immediately.
