MEMA Preparedness Campaign
September 2011 – August 2012
The MEMA Board is asking all MEMA members to participate in the MEMA Preparedness Campaign.  This campaign is designed to promote both Preparedness and the MEMA organization to local citizens.  By completing the tasks listed below from this Activities List, MEMA members will continue to improve the level of preparedness in Michigan and to strengthen the MEMA organization.

September 2011 

(Leukemia & Lymphoma Awareness Month, National Cholesterol Education Month, Prostate and Ovarian Cancer Awareness Month, National Preparedness Month)
· Perform at least two preparedness presentations to some type of civic group (i.e. Lions Club, church group, Boy Scouts, ect).  The MEMA Power Point presentation could be used for this

· Perform at least one on-air interview with a local radio or television station promoting both preparedness and MEMA (the MEMA talking points could be used)

October 2011
(Home Eye Safety Month, National Disability Employment Awareness Month, Stop America’s Violence Everywhere (SAVE) Today, MI-Cancer Prevention and Control Month) 

· Work with a local fire department to give one presentation on fire safety during this fire safety month

· Work with local public health and health care organizations to participate in health fairs as they gear up for the influenza season and give out flu shots; develop a display or demonstrate how easy it is to put together an emergency kit for the family

November 2011
(American Diabetes Month, Lung Cancer Awareness Month, COPD Awareness Month, MI-“Kick Butts” Month)
· Connect with City Rescue Missions or Volunteers of America to work with them on preparedness activities and/or response plans for their staff, families, and the extended families they support through their organizations.

December 2011
(Safe Toys & Gifts Month, MI-Healthier Habits Month)

· Visit one retirement center this month and discuss winter safety this month.  Take the time to meet with the retirement center director and discuss evacuation plans

· Connect with Area Agency on Aging to provide preparedness in-services to those participating on scheduled senior lunches throughout communities.

January 2012
(National Radon Action Month, National Glaucoma Awareness Month, National Birth Defects Prevention Month, MI-Healthy Beginnings Month)
· Contact the local Chamber of Commerce and introduce yourself; Consider establishing a booth at scheduled yearly festivals in identified communities.
· Contact a Tribal entity and introduce yourself
February 2012
(American Heart Month, National Wise Health Consumer Month, National Children’s Dental Health Month, MI-Healthy Hearts Month)
· Make two new contacts with religious organizations.  Promote MEMA and preparedness
· Consider creating a Train-the-Trainer presentation for women’s groups within religious organizations (i.e. demonstrate how to put together an emergency kit and/or consider leaving one for them to use to train their congregation).
March 2012
(National Nutrition Month, National Colorectal Cancer Awareness Month, Workplace Eye Wellness Month, MI-Reduce Your Risks Month)
· Participate in a new exercise or drill.  Think outside of the box.  Maybe it is with a local public school or university, local volunteer organization, ect
April 2012
(Alcohol Awareness Month, Sexual Assault Awareness and Prevention Month, Sports Eye Safety Month, National Minority Health Month, National Distracted Driving Awareness Month, MI-Recognizing Public Health Month)

· Be sure to recognize your local volunteer organizations during volunteer appreciation month.  Bake them a cake, send them a thank you, ect

· If you have a volunteer group, host an appreciation event for them
May 2012
(Arthritis Awareness Month, Employee Health and Fitness Month, Healthy Vision Month, Mental Health Month, Hepatitis Awareness Month, Lupus Awareness Month, National High Blood Pressure Education Month, MI-Food Safety Month)
· Reach out to a local insurance company and introduce yourself.  Discuss ideas on ways to promote preparedness
· Reach out to Community Mental Health organizations to discuss ideas on ways to promote preparedness

June 2012
(Home Safety Month, Men’s Health Month, Cataract Awareness Month, MI-Safe Homes=Safe Families Month)
· Reach out to a local community college or university and introduce yourself.  Discuss ideas on ways to promote preparedness
· Reach out to various men’s organizations (Lions Club, Moose Lodge, American Legion, etc.) and provide in-services on preparedness.
July 2012
(UV Safety Month, MI-Bats, Bugs, and Bacteria Month)
· Reach out to a functional needs group and introduce yourself.  Discuss ways to promote preparedness.  Such groups could include non-English speaking individuals, local department of services of aging, day care centers, etc.
· Work with your local council to pass a National Preparedness Month Resolution

August 2012
(Children’s Eye Health and Safety Month, National Immunization Awareness Month, MI-Back to School Month)

· Contact your local police department and participate in a National Night Out event. 

· Connect with Athletic Boosters affiliated with local high schools on ways they can promote preparedness during scheduled high school football (at home) games.
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
