
Group and Television Interviews

It is suggested where possible, the county emergency manager be the person being interviewed. This lends credibility to the topic being discussed.

Cable channels, local low power, community college and major university television stations may be the easiest to get time although some of the larger stations (ABC, CBS, NBC & Fox) should be approached as well. Many local radio stations as well as PBS have talk shows that could be utilized. 

It is suggested that the person being interviewed review the suggested questions and be able to respond without reading a script (know your topic). Provide the interviewer with the list of suggested questions as soon as a date for the interview is scheduled.
